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The Mission

The Cape Cod Bay Challenge (CCBC) is a 
recognized non-profit organization that 
hosts a series of annual stand-up 
paddleboarding (SUP) events.  

The CCBC's primary goal is to raise money 
for a truly wonderful charitable cause: 
Christopher’s Haven. We do this by 
bringing together a group of people 
who forge new friendships and deep 
bonds as they physically and mentally 
challenge themselves through the sport of 
stand-up paddleboarding.

The mission of Christopher's Haven is to 
make a tangible difference in the lives of 
families with children who are receiving 
prolonged cancer treatment at 
Massachusetts General Hospital (MGH) by 
providing them with an affordable, 
comfortable and nurturing place to stay 
during their child’s treatment.



Founded in 2001 by Dan Olsen, a local actor, singer-

songwriter and three-time cancer survivor, Christopher’s 

Haven provides housing for the families of children being 

treated for cancer at the MGH.

The Christopher’s Haven apartments are vital because 

MGH is one of only five locations in the U.S. with a proton 

beam accelerator used in the treatment of certain 

pediatric tumors. Because so few hospitals have this 

advanced technology, children travel to Boston from 

around the world for this treatment that typically lasts 6-

8 weeks. The financial burden on a family to obtain 

housing for that length of time in Boston is enormous, in 

addition to the other financial and emotional burdens they 

are carrying.

Christopher’s Haven is dedicated to providing young cancer 

patients and their families a comfortable and welcoming 

“home away from home” to free them from concerns 

about the high costs of lodging and to allow them, instead, 

to focus on the child’s treatment and recovery.

The Cause: Christopher’s Haven



The Cape Cod Bay Challenge was founded in 2007 by good friends Bob 

Babcock and Mike Brown as a way to share their love for stand-up 

paddling with others while raising money for causes & charities.

The first annual Cape Cod Bay Challenge was held in August of 2008 and 

consisted of one event: a 30-mile SUP marathon across Cape Cod Bay.  

Eight paddlers participated in the first Challenge and the journey took 

these elite eight paddlers over seven hours.  The paddlers raised over 

$12,000 for the Ocean Conservancy and its international beach clean up.

In 2009, SUP enjoyed a huge surge of popularity so Bob & Mike decided to 

grow the event.  In addition, they made a very personal connection with 

Christopher’s Haven and decided to make it the charity of choice for the 

CCBC going forward.  Twenty-one paddlers made the Bay crossing in 2009, 

including the UK SUP distance champion, a well known celebrity with local 

roots, and the first woman to make the crossing.  The event was a major 

success and over $35,000 was raised for Christopher’s Haven.

In 2010, the CCBC expanded its reach by adding three additional events.  

The three events, in conjunction with the main event, the crossing of Cape 

Cod Bay, helped tremendously in raising awareness and funds for 

Christopher’s Haven.  In total over 150 people participated (including 43 

who made the 30-mile paddle across the Bay) in the events and the CCBC 

raised approximately $80,000 for Christopher’s Haven 

In 2011, the CCBC will again host four events throughout the summer and 

fall and our goal is to attract over 250 total participants and raise over 

$125,000 for Christopher’s Haven.

The Story Behind the CCBC



“Both Mike & I have been touched by cancer in our families.  

I underwent proton beam treatment at Boston’s Mass 

General Hospital in 2004.  During a waiting room 

conversation with a very brave 9-year old boy (who 

obviously had much more to be scared of than I did), I made 

a vow never to feel sorry for myself again.  Standup 

paddling has made my life close to normal again…and that 

young boy’s words helped me be stronger mentally.  We 

feel lucky to have a beneficiary like Christopher’s Haven to 

help kids like that courageous 9-year old.”

“Mass General Hospital is one of the few places in the world 

to have a proton beam accelerator for use in the treatment 

of tumors with highly targeted radiation.  Kids from around 

the world come to MGH for treatment.  One thing that 

doesn't get covered by insurance is the cost a family incurs 

for living expenses while their child is treated.  A typical stay 

is 6-8 weeks and Boston is an expensive city to get a hotel 

room in.  The Haven is a short walk from MGH and allows 

up to 7 families at a time to stay in a comfortable, homelike 

atmosphere which can relieve some of the strain during a 

very difficult time.  As their slogan says: “Christopher’s 

Haven is a home for kids when cancer hits home.”
